Dear Parents,


Today we reviewed our school rules and teacher expectations with your child. These are in place to provide a safe and supportive environment for social and academic success.  Our school rules include:

· Be there, be ready

· Be Responsible
· Be Respectful
· Follow Directions
· Keep hands and feet to yourself
In order to ensure a safe and supportive environment, we have implemented a discipline program specific to the sixth grade. This plan consists of the following five levels:

Level 1: Warning

Within the classroom, we will rely on warnings and conferencing with individual students about his/her behavior.  However, with repeat offenses students will move to level 2.

Level 2: Lunch Detention

Students will be required to come to the detention room for their entire lunch and lunch recess.  Students will be expected to come on their assigned day and maintain silence during the entire time.  All assigned lunch detention work should be completed.  If students choose not to attend, they will have the opportunity to serve for two consecutive days.  However, if they fail to come, then they progress to level 3.

Level 3/4: Friday After-School Detention and/or Parent Conference 
Friday After-School Detention: Students who do not come to lunch detention are assigned after-school detention for one hour on Fridays from 2:30-3:30.  During this time, students will work silently on assigned work in room 14 with adult supervision.  Parents will be notified that their child has received after-school detention.  Parents will need to provide transportation home for those students who do not walk.

Parent Conference:  If a child’s behavior does not improve, or he/she is not present for the Friday detention, parents will be contacted.  A conference will be scheduled among the parents, student, and sixth grade team to discuss the child’s behavior.
Level 5: In-School Suspension

This level will be used for extreme behaviors or if the other levels have not made an impact on the child. During in-school suspension, the student will spend the entire day in an assigned room within the building working on class work independently.
 **If a student’s behavior is extreme and/or is risking the safety of other students, I reserve the right to forgo initial levels and move the child to the level that is more appropriate.
